What does scripture say! ‘The word is near you, on your lips and in your heart’ (that is,
the word of faith that we proclaim); because if you confess with your lips that Jesus is
Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For
one believes with the heart and so is justified, and one confesses with the mouth and so
is saved. The scripture says, ‘No one who believes in him will be put to shame.” For there
is no distinction between Jew and Greek; the same Lord is Lord of all and is generous to
all who call on him. For, ‘Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.’

Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the Jordan and was led by the Spirit in the
wilderness, where for forty days he was tempted by the devil. He ate nothing at all during
those days, and when they were over, he was famished. The devil said to him, ‘If you are
the Son of God, command this stone to become a loaf of bread.” Jesus answered him, ‘It
is written, “One does not live by bread alone.” Then the devil led him up and showed
him in an instant all the kingdoms of the world. And the devil said to him, “To you | will
give their glory and all this authority; for it has been given over to me, and | give it to
anyone | please. If you, then, will worship me, it will all be yours.” Jesus answered him, ‘It
is written, “Worship the Lord your God, and serve only him.””

We all have to reapply to join the Electoral Roll - have you
done your application yet?

It's an important way of confirming your commitment to St Nicolas’
community and to the vision of the church. It means you can vote on church
matters, attend the Annual Parochial Church Meeting (APCM) — which this
year is on Sunday 6" April — and stand for election to the PCC or Deanery
Synod.

This year the Electoral Roll has to be completely renewed — no hames are
carried over from the old Roll and everyone must make a new application
to be included.

To join the Electoral Roll you must be aged 16 or over (or due to turn |6 this
year), you must be baptised and a member of the Church of England and
EITHER living in the parish OR have attended St Nicolas’ regularly for at least
6 months.
